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1. Reporting Entity 

Unique Nepal Laghubitta Bittiya Sanstha Limited is a public limited company, 

incorporated under the Company Act, 2063 and listed in the Nepal Stock Exchange 

Limited. It was incorporated on 2075.04.18. It is a class “D” licensed micro-finance 

institution regulated under the Banks and Financial Institutions Act 2073 B.S. It 

commenced it's operations on 2075.04.18 and has its registered head office at Kohalpur 

Municipalty-11, Banke, Lumbini Province.  

2. Basis of Preparation 

2.1 Statement of Compliance 

The financial statements were prepared on an accrual basis of accounting in accordance 
with Nepal Financial Reporting Standards (NFRS) read along with the approved carve-outs 

and in the format as per Directive No. 4 of NRB Directives, 2079. Historical cost 

convention was used for financial statement recognition and measurement except 

otherwise required by NFRS. Where, other method(s), other than historical costs, such as 

fair value has been applied, and these have been disclosed in accordance with the 

applicable reporting framework. 

The amounts of financial statements were presented in Nepalese Rupees (NPR) being 

the functional currency of Unique Nepal. The figures were rounded off to the nearest 

rupee except where indicated otherwise. 

The financial statements comprise the Statement of Financial Position, Statement of 
Profit or Loss, Statement of Other Comprehensive Income, the Statement of Changes in 
Equity, the Statement of Cash Flows, the Statement of distributable profit or Loss and the 
Notes to the Accounts. 

2.2 Reporting period and approval of financial statements 

Unique Nepal follows Nepalese Financial Year based on Nepalese calendar starting from 
1st Sawan and ending on last day of Asar. For the purpose of preparation of this Financial 
Statements, following reporting period has been considered:

31 Asar 2081 (15 July 2024) 

Comparative reporting period 31 Asar 2080 (16 July 2023) 

The approval of the financial statements of Unique Nepal along with the accompanied 
notes to the financial statements were adopted by the Board of Directors in its the 
meeting held on 30th Kartik, 2081 and the Board acknowledges its responsibility of 
preparation of the financial statements. The approved financial statements have been 
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recommended for approval of the shareholders in the 6th Annual General Meeting of 
Unique Nepal. 
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2.3 Functional and Presentation Currency 

The financial statements are presented in Nepalese Rupees (NPR) which is also Unique 
Nepal’s functional currency. All financial information presented in NPR has been rounded 
off to the nearest rupee except where indicated otherwise. 

2.4 Use of Estimates, Assumptions and Judgments 

Unique Nepal, under NFRS, is required to apply accounting policies to most appropriately 
suit its circumstances and operating environment. Further, Unique Nepal is required to 
make judgments in respect of items where the choice of specific policy, accounting 
estimate or assumption to be followed could materially affect the financial statements. 
This may later be determined that a different choice could have been more appropriate. 
It is also required to make estimates and assumptions that will affect the assets, 
liabilities, disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities, and profit or loss as reported in 
the financial statements. Unique Nepal applies estimates in preparing and presenting the 
financial statements and such estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed 
periodically. The revision to accounting estimates are recognized in the period in which 
the estimates are revised, and are applied prospectively. 

The accounting policies as explained in Note 3 herein were consistently applied to all the 
years presented except otherwise stated. They were further included in the relevant notes 
for each item of the financial statements, and the effect and nature of the changes, if any, 
were disclosed. The accounting estimates were appropriately disclosed in the relevant 
sections of the Notes to Accounts wherever the estimates have been applied along with 
the nature and effect of changes of accounting estimates, if any. 

The accounting policies are to be applied consistently. Changes in accounting policies, if 
any, are to be disclosed with the financial impact to the extent possible.  When policies 
are not guided by the reporting framework, NFRS, other reporting standards and generally 
accepted accounting principles are to be followed. 
 

2.5 Changes in Accounting Policies 

Different accounting policies adopted by the management of Unique Nepal has been 
applied consistently to all the years presented except otherwise the changes in the 
accounting policies has been disclosed separately. 

2.6 New Standards in issue but not yet effective 

IFRS 15 Revenue from Contract with Customers has not been made effective by ICAN 
therefore the same has not been considered for the preparation of Financial Statements. 
There have been amendments to the Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered 
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Accountants of Nepal (ICAN) and applicability of the new Standards have been notified 
for IFRS. But the amendments and new standards become applicable only when ICAN 
pronounces them. Unique Nepal has availed the Carve-outs on NFRS-9 Financial 
Instruments. 
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2.7 New Standards and Interpretations Not adapted 

Financial statements of Unique Nepal have been prepared in accordance with Nepal 
Financial Reporting Standards (NFRS) issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants 
of Nepal (ICAN) to the extent applicable. 

2.8 Discounting 

Discounting has been applied where assets and liabilities are non-current and the impact 
of the discounting is material. 

2.9 Going Concern 

The financial statements are prepared on a going concern basis, as Unique Nepal has the 
resources to continue in business for the foreseeable future. In making this assessment, 
the Board of Directors have considered a wide range of information relating to present 
and future conditions, including future projections of profitability, cash flows and capital 
resources. 

2.10 Limitation of NFRS implementation 

Wherever the information is not adequately available and the cost to develop the same 
would exceed the benefit derived, such exception to NFRS implementation has been 
noted and disclosed in respective sections. 
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3. Significant Accounting Policies 

3.1 Basis of Measurement 

The financial statements are prepared on a historical cost basis except for the following 

items which were measured or recognized as stated: 

1) Liabilities for defined benefit obligations are recognized at the present value of the 
defined benefit obligation after deducting the net of the plan assets, plus 
unrecognized actuarial gains, less unrecognized past service cost and unrecognized 
actuarial losses. 

3.2 Cash and Cash equivalent 

Cash and cash equivalents include notes and coins on hand and highly liquid financial 

assets with original maturities of three months or less from the acquisition date that are 

subject to an insignificant risk of changes in their fair value and are used by Unique Nepal 

in the management of its short-term commitments. Cash and cash equivalents are 

carried at amortized cost in the statement of financial position. 

3.3 Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities 

3.3.1 Recognition 

Unique Nepal initially recognizes a financial asset or a financial liability in its statement 
of financial position when, and only when, it becomes party to the contractual provisions 
of the instrument. The financial statements are prepared on a going-concern basis, as 
Unique Nepal has the resources to continue in business for the foreseeable future. In 
making this assessment, the Board of Directors have considered a wide range of 
information relating to present and future conditions, including future projections of 
profitability, cash flows and capital resources.  
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3.3.2 Classification 

Financial Assets 

Unique Nepal classifies the financial assets as subsequently measured at amortized 

cost or fair value on the basis of Unique Nepal’s business model for managing the 

financial assets and the contractual cash flow characteristics of the financial assets. 

The two classes of financial assets are as follows; 

a) Financial assets measured at amortized cost: a financial asset is measured at 
amortized cost if the asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold 
assets in order to collect contractual cash flows and if the contractual terms of the 
financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of 
principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.  

b) Financial assets measured at fair value: a financial asset other than those measured at 
amortized cost are measured at fair value. They are further classified into two 
categories as below:  
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• Financial assets are measured at fair value through profit or loss if they are held for 
trading or are designated at fair value through profit or loss. Upon initial recognition, 
transaction cost is directly attributable to the acquisition are recognized in profit or loss 
as incurred. Such assets are subsequently measured at fair value and changes in fair 
value are recognized in the statement of Profit or Loss.  

• Financial assets are measured at fair value through other comprehensive income if the 
Investment in an equity instrument that is not held for trading and at the initial 
recognition, Unique Nepal makes an irrevocable election that the subsequent changes 
in fair value of the instrument is to be recognized in other comprehensive income are 
classified as financial assets at fair value though other comprehensive income. Such 
assets are subsequently measured at fair value and changes in fair value are recognized 
in other comprehensive income. 
 

Financial Liabilities 

Unique Nepal classifies its financial liabilities, other than financial guarantees and loan 

commitments, as follows: 

• Financial Liabilities at Fair Value through Profit or Loss: Financial liabilities are 
classified at fair value through profit or loss if they are held for trading or are designated 
at fair value through profit or loss. Upon initial recognition, transaction cost is directly 
attributable to the acquisition are recognized in the statement of Profit or Loss as 
incurred. Subsequent changes in fair value is recognized at profit or loss.  

• Financial Liabilities measured at amortized cost: Financial liabilities other than those 
measured at fair value though profit or loss are classified as subsequently measured at 
amortized cost using the effective interest method. 

 

3.3.3 Measurement 

Initial Measurement 

A financial asset or financial liability is measured initially at fair value plus or minus, for 
an item not at fair value through profit or loss, transaction costs that are directly 
attributable to its acquisition or issue. Transaction cost in relation to financial assets and 
liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are recognized in the statement of Profit or 
Loss.

Subsequent Measurement  

A financial asset or financial liability is subsequently measured either at fair value or at 
amortized cost based on the classification of the financial asset or liability. Financial 
asset or liability classified as measured at amortized cost is subsequently measured at 
amortized cost using the effective interest rate method.  
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The amortized cost of a financial asset or financial liability is the amount at which the 
financial asset or financial liability is measured at initial recognition minus principal 
repayments, plus or minus the cumulative amortization using the effective interest 
method of any difference between that initial amount and the maturity amount, and minus 
any reduction for impairment or uncollectible.  

Financial assets classified at fair value are subsequently measured at fair value. The 

subsequent changes in fair value of financial assets at fair value through profit or loss 

are recognized in the statement of Profit or Loss whereas of financial assets at fair value 

through other comprehensive income are recognized in other comprehensive income. 

3.3.4 De-recognition 

Derecognition of Financial Assets 

Unique Nepal derecognizes a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows 

from the financial asset expire, or it transfers the rights to receive the contractual cash 

flows in a transaction in which substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of the 

financial asset are transferred or in which Unique Nepal neither transfers nor retains 

substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership and it does not retain control of the 

financial asset. 

On de-recognition of a financial asset, the difference between the carrying amount of the 

asset (or the carrying amount allocated to the portion of the asset transferred) and the 

consideration received (including any new asset obtained less any new liability assumed) 

shall be recognized in profit and loss account. 

In transactions in which Unique Nepal neither retains nor transfers substantially all the 

risks and rewards of ownership of a financial asset and it retains control over the asset, 

Unique Nepal continues to recognize the asset to the extent of its continuing involvement, 

determined by the extent to which it is exposed to changes in the value of the transferred 

asset. 

De-recognition of Financial Liabilities 

A financial liability is derecognized when the obligation under the liability is discharged or 

canceled or expired. Where an existing financial liability is replaced by another from the 

same lender on substantially different terms, or the terms of an existing liability are 

substantially modified, such an exchange or modification is treated as a de-recognition 

of the original liability and the recognition of a new liability. The difference between the 

carrying value of the original financial liability and the consideration paid is recognized in 

Statement of Profit or Loss. 

3.3.5 Determination of Fair Value  

Fair value is the amount for which an asset could be exchanged, or a liability settled, 

between knowledgeable, willing parties in an arm’s length transaction on the 
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measurement date. The fair value of a liability reflects its non-performance risk. The fair 

values are determined according to the following hierarchy: 
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Level 1 fair value measurements are those derived from unadjusted quoted prices in 

active markets for identical assets or liabilities. 

Level 2 valuations are those with quoted prices for similar instruments in active markets 

or quoted prices for identical or similar instruments in inactive markets and financial 

instruments valued using models where all significant inputs are observable. 

Level 3 portfolios are those where at least one input, which could have a significant effect 

on the instrument’s valuation, is not based on observable market data. 

All unquoted equity instruments are recorded at cost. For entities of which no data is 

whatsoever available, valuation has been done at cost net of impairment if any. 

3.3.6 Impairment 

At each reporting date, Unique Nepal assesses whether there is any indication that an 

asset may have been impaired. If such indication exists, the recoverable amount is 

determined.  A financial asset or a group of financial assets is impaired and impairment 

losses are incurred if, and only if, there is objective evidence of impairment as a result of 

one or more events occurring after the initial recognition of the asset (a loss event), and 

that loss event (or events) has an impact on the estimated future cash flows of the 

financial asset or group of financial assets that can be reliably estimated. 

The management's judgment is extensively used in the estimation of the amount and 
timing of future cash flows when determining the impairment loss. These estimates are 
based on assumptions about a number of factors and hence actual results may differ, 
resulting in future changes to the provision made. The individual impairment provision 
applies to financial assets evaluated individually for impairment and is based on 
Management’s best estimate of the present value of the future cash flows that are 
expected to be received. In estimating these cash flows, Management makes judgments 
about a number of factors including a borrower’s financial situation and the net realizable 
value of any underlying collateral. Each impaired asset is assessed on its merits to 
estimate the recoverable amount of cash flows. A collective impairment provision is 
established for: 

- Groups of homogeneous loans and advances and investment securities which are 
held to maturity, that are not considered individually significant; and 

- Groups of assets that are individually significant but that were not found to be 
individually impaired.  

The collective impairment is carried out using statistical modeling such as historical 
trends of the probability of defaults, timings of recoveries, and current economic and 
market conditions which may warrant the loss being greater than suggested by the 
historical trends. 
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For the purpose of collective assessment of impairment, Microfinance has categorized 

assets into five broad products as follows: 

 

1. Business Loan 

2. General Loan 

3. Housing Loan 

4. Personal Loan 
5. Seasonal Loan

3.4 Trading Assets 
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3.4 Trading Assets 

Financial Assets are classified as trading assets (held for trading) if they have been 
acquired principally for the purpose of selling in the near term, or form part of a portfolio 
of identified Financial Instruments that are managed together and for which there is 
evidence of a recent pattern of short- term profit taking. They are recognized on trade 
date, when Unique Nepal enters into contractual arrangements with counterparties, and 
are normally derecognized when sold. They are initially measured at Fair Value, with 
transaction costs taken to Profit or Loss. Subsequent changes in their Fair Values are 
recognized in Profit or Loss in ‘Net Trading Income’. However, Unique Nepal does not 
have such assets to be recognized as trading assets as on Asar end 2081. 

 
3.5 Property and Equipment 

Recognition 

Property and Equipment are tangible items that are held for use in the production or 
supply of services or for administrative purposes and are expected to be used during 
more than one accounting period. Unique Nepal applies the requirement of the Nepal 
Accounting Standard-16 (Property, Plant and Equipment) in accounting for these assets. 
Property and Equipment are recognized if it is probable that the future economic benefits 
associated with the asset will flow to the entity and the cost of the asset can be reliably 
measured. 

Measurement 

An item of property and equipment that qualifies for recognition as an asset is initially 
measured at its cost. Cost includes expenditure that is directly attributable to the 
acquisition of the asset and cost incurred subsequently to add to, replace part of an item 
of property and equipment. 

Subsequent Measurement 

Unique Nepal has opted cost model for the subsequent measurement of its Property and 
Equipment. Property and Equipment is stated at incurred cost (excluding the cost of day-
to-day servicing) less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment. Such cost 
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includes the cost of replacing part of the equipment when that cost is incurred if the 
recognition criteria are met. 

Subsequent Cost 

The subsequent cost of replacing a component of an item of Property and Equipment is 
recognized in the carrying amount of the item, if it is probable that the future economic 
benefits embodied within that part will flow to Unique Nepal and it can be reliably 
measured. The cost of the day-to-day servicing of property and equipment are charged to 
the Statement of Profit or Loss as incurred 

Depreciation 

Straight line method of depreciation on fixed assets is applied to allocate their cost to their 

residual values over their estimated useful life as per management judgment, as follows:

Assets costing less than Rs 2,000 are fully charged to the profit loss account in the year 

of purchase. 

Capital Work in Progress 

These are expenses of capital nature directly incurred in the construction of buildings, 
major development works, or awaiting capitalization. Capital Work in Progress would be 
transferred to the relevant assets when it is available for use, i.e. when it is in the location 
and condition necessary for it to be capable of operating in the manner intended by 
management. Capital work in progress is stated at cost less any accumulated impairment 
losses. 

De-recognition 

The carrying amount of Property and Equipment is derecognized on disposal or when no 

future economic benefits are expected from its use or disposal. The gain or loss arising 

from the de-recognition of an item of property and equipment is included in profit or loss 
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when the item is derecognized (unless on a sale and leaseback). The gain shall be 

classified as revenue. 

3.6 Goodwill and Intangible Assets  

Recognition 

Any excess of the cost of acquisition over the fair values of the identifiable net assets 
acquired in the Business Combination is recognized as Goodwill. Whereas, an identifiable 
non-monetary asset without physical substance, held for use in the production or supply 
of the services of Unique Nepal of for administrative purposes is recognized as an 
Intangible Asset. 

Goodwill and Intangible Assets are recognized in the books of account if it is probable 
that the future economic benefits that are attributable to the asset will flow to the entity 
and the cost of the asset can be measured reliably. These assets are initially measured 
at costs. 

Subsequent Expenditure 

Expenses incurred on an Intangible Asset are capitalized only when it its probable that 
this expense will enable the asset to generate future economic benefits in excess of its 
originally assessed standard of performance and this expense can be measured and 
attributed to the asset reliably. All other expenses is expenses as incurred. 
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Subsequent Measurement 

Goodwill and Intangible Assets are subsequently measured at its Costless Accumulated 
Impairment Charges/Accumulated Amortization. Amortization of Intangible Assets 
Intangible Assets, except Goodwill, are amortized on a Straight-Line basis with the rate 
set, dividing the cost of the asset by adjusting in the nearest half-year of the fiscal year. 
Management estimates the life of an intangible asset of Five years from the date of its 
put to use. 

De-recognition of an Intangible Asset 

The carrying amount of an item of Intangible Asset is derecognized on disposal or when 
no future economic benefits are expected from its use. The gain/loss arising on the de-
recognition of an item of Intangible Assets is recognized in the Statement of Profit or 
Loss when the item is derecognized. 

3.7 Investment Property 

Investment Property is property (Land or a building or part of a building or both) held (by 
the owner or by the lessee under a finance lease) to earn rentals or for capital appreciation 
or both but not for sale in the ordinary course of business. Investment Property is 
accounted for under the Cost Model in Financial Statements. Accordingly, after 
recognition as an asset, the property is carried at cost, less impairment losses. If any 
property is reclassified to Investment Property due to changes in its use, Fair Value of

such property at the date of reclassification becomes its cost for subsequent accounting. 
Investment Property are derecognized when they are disposed of or permanently 
withdrawn from use since no future economic benefits are expected. Transfers are made 
to Investment Property only when there is a change in use. When the use of an Investment 
Property changes such that it is reclassified as Property and Equipment, its Fair Value at 
the date of reclassification becomes its cost for subsequent accounting.  

3.8 Income Tax 

Tax expense comprises of current and deferred tax. Current tax and deferred tax are 

recognized in profit or loss except to the extent that they relate to items recognized 

directly in equity or in other comprehensive income. 

a. Current Tax 

Current tax is the expected tax payable or recoverable on the taxable income or loss 

for the year, using tax rates enacted or substantively enacted at the reporting date, 

and any adjustment to tax payable in respect of previous years. 

b. Deferred Tax 

Deferred tax is recognized in respect of temporary differences between the carrying 
amounts of assets and liabilities for financial reporting purposes and the amounts 
used for taxation purposes. Deferred income tax is determined using tax rate 
applicable to Unique Nepal as at the reporting date which is expected to apply when 
the related deferred income tax asset is realized or the deferred income tax liability is 
settled. 
Deferred tax assets are recognized where it is probable that future taxable profit will 
be available against which the temporary differences can be utilized. 
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3.9 Deposits, Debts Securities issued and subordinated liabilities  

a. Deposits  

Unique Nepal collects deposits from its members. These transactions are recorded in the 
books of the accounts of Microfinance, and the resulting balance is recorded as a liability 
for Unique Nepal and represents the amount owed to depositors. The balance is valued 
at amortized cost. As per para-9 of NAS 39 (Financial Instruments: Recognition and 
Measurement), the Effective Interest Rate is to be used for booking interest expense and 
when calculating the Effective Interest Rate, an entity shall estimate cash flows 
considering all contractual term of the financial instrument but not credit loss, which 
includes the fees and points received or paid, transaction costs, premiums, discounts. As 
per the Carve-Out regarding the Effective Interest Rate treatment issued by ICAN, when 
calculating Effective Interest Rate, all these transaction cost shall be considered unless 
it is immaterial or impracticable, separate Effective Interest Rate has not been computed 
as allowed by Carve-Out issued by ICAN.  

b. Debt Securities  
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Deposits, debt securities issued, and subordinated liabilities are initially measured at fair 
value minus incremental direct transaction costs, and subsequently measured at their 
amortized cost using the effective interest method, except where Unique Nepal 
designates liabilities at fair value through profit or loss. Unique Nepal has not issued any 
of such debt securities. 

c. Subordinated Liabilities 

Subordinated liabilities are those liabilities which at the event of winding up are 
subordinate to the claims of depositors, debt securities issued, and other creditors. 
Unique Nepal does not have any of such subordinated liabilities.   

3.10 Provisions 

Unique Nepal recognizes a provision if, as a result of a past event, Unique Nepal has a 
present constructive or legal obligation that can be reliability measured and it is probable 
that an outflow of economic benefit will be required to settle the obligation.  
A provision for an onerous contract is recognized when the expected benefits to be 

derived by Unique Nepal from a contract are lower than the unavoidable cost of meeting 

its obligation under the contract. 

Unique Nepal does not have any such contingent liabilities and onerous contracts as on 

Ashad end 2081. 

3.11 Revenue Recognition 

Revenue is the gross inflow of economic benefits during the period arising from the 

course of the ordinary activities of an entity when those inflows result in increases in 

equity, other than increases relating to contributions from equity participants. Revenue is 

recognized to the extent it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to Unique 

Nepal and the revenue can be reliably measured. Revenue is not recognized during the 

period in which its recoverability of income is not probable. Unique Nepal’s revenue 

comprises of interest income, fees and commissions, remittance income, service fees, 

etc. and the bases of incomes recognition are as follows: 
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a. Interest Income  

For all financial assets measured at amortized cost, interest-bearing financial assets 
classified as Fair Value through Profit or Loss, Interest income is recorded using the EIR. 
EIR is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash payments or receipts through 
the expected life of the financial instrument or a shorter period, where appropriate, to the 
net carrying amount of the financial asset or financial liability. Further, Interest Income on 
Loan and Advances is recognized as per the Guideline on Recognition of Interest Income, 
2019 issued by NRB and Carve-Out issued by ICAN has been opted. 
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Carve-Out issued by ICAN 

As per the Carve-Out regarding the EIR rate treatment issued by ICAN, when calculating 
EIR, all these shall be considered unless it is immaterial or impracticable to do so. Since 
all these transaction costs cannot be identified separately and separate EIR computation 
for every customer seems impracticable, such transaction costs of all previous years has 
not been considered when computing EIR. Due to impracticability, such relevant costs are 
ignored, due to which EIR rate equals to the rate provided to customers and therefore, 
income recognized by system on accrual basis has been considered as income once the 
recorded value of a financial asset or a group of similar financial assets have been 
reduced due to impairment loss, interest income continues to be recognized using the 
rate of interest used to discount the future cash flows for the purpose of measuring the 
impairment loss. 

Unique Nepal has recognized the accrued interest on loans and advances except interest 
income accrued on loss loans and advances as current-year interest income. 

b. Fees & Commission 

Fees and commissions are recognized on an accrual basis when the service has been 
provided or a significant act performed. 

c. Dividend Income 

Dividend income are recognized when right to receive such dividend is established. 

Usually, this is the ex-dividend date for equity securities. No such income has been 

earned by Unique Nepal during the year. 

d. Net Trading Income 

Net trading income comprises gains less losses related to trading assets and liabilities 

and includes all realized and unrealized fair value changes, interest and dividends. 

e. Net Income from other financial instrument at fair value through Profit or Loss 

Net income from other financial instruments measured at fair value through Profit or Loss 

includes all gains/(losses) raised from the revaluation of financial instruments at fair 

value. 

3.12 Interest expense 

Interest expense on all financial liabilities including deposits are recognized in profit or 

loss using the effective interest rate method. Unique Nepal uses ASB carve-outs as 

mentioned above and treats coupon rates as effective interest rates.  
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3.13 Employees Benefits 

 

a. Short-Term Employee Benefits 

Short-term employee benefit obligations are measured on an undiscounted basis and 
are expensed as the related service is provided. A liability is also recognized for the 
amount expected to be paid under the bonus required by the Bonus Act, 2030 to pay the 
amount as a result of past service provided by the employee and the obligation can be 
estimated reliably under short-term employee benefits. Unique Nepal provides bonus at 
10% of Net Profit before tax.  

Short-term employee benefits include all the following items (if payable within 12 
months after the end of the reporting period):   

- wages, salaries, and social security contributions, 

- paid annual leave and paid sick leave, 

- profit-sharing and bonuses and 

- non-monetary benefits  

b. Post-Employment Benefits  

Post-employment benefit plan includes the following; 

i. Defined Contribution Plan 

A defined contribution plan is a post-employment benefit plan under which Unique 

Nepal pays fixed contributions into a separate entity and has no legal or 

constructive obligation to pay further amounts. Obligations for contributions to 

defined contribution plans are recognized as personnel expenses in profit or loss in 

the periods during which related services are rendered.  

Contributions to a defined contribution plan that are due more than 12 months after 

the end of the reporting period in which the employees render the service are 

discounted to their present value. 

a. Employee Provident Fund 

All employees of Unique Nepal are entitled to receive benefits under the provident 

fund, a defined contribution plan, in which both the employee and Unique Nepal 

contribute monthly at a pre-determined rate of 10% of the basic salary. Unique 

Nepal does not assume any future liability for provident fund benefits other than its 

annual contribution. 

 

b. Gratuity 

Further New Labor Act, 2074 came in force after 19th of Bhadra 2074 which 
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requires to provide minimum of 8.33% of Basic Salary plus Grade as gratuity every 

month which is in nature of the Define contribution plan. Unique Nepal is providing 

gratuity benefits under this provision to all the employees recruited after the 

enforcement of new labor act. Any unpaid contribution is recorded as a liability 

under ‘Other Liabilities’ in Note 4.21.

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ii. Defined Benefit plan 

A defined benefit plan is a post-employment benefit plan other than a defined 

contribution plan. Unique Nepal’s net obligation in respect of defined benefit plans 

is calculated separately for each plan by estimating the amount of future benefit 

that employees have earned in return for their service in the current and prior 

periods. That benefit is discounted to determine its present value. Any 

unrecognized past service costs and the fair value of any plan assets are deducted.  

Unique Nepal recognizes all actuarial gains and losses net of deferred tax arising 

from defined benefit plans immediately in other comprehensive income and all 

expenses related to defined benefit plans in employee benefit expense in profit or 

loss. 

Unique Nepal recognizes gains and losses on the curtailment or settlement of a 

defined benefit plan when the curtailment or settlement occurs. The gain or loss 

on curtailment or settlement comprises any resulting change in the fair value of 

plan assets, any change in the present value of the defined benefit obligation, any 

related actuarial gains and losses, and any past service cost that had not 

previously been recognized. 

a. Gratuity 

If the permanent staff who worked five or more years in the financial institution 

gets retirement or quits the service after approval of resignation or service 

terminated by the financial institution without declaring ineligible for service, will 

get the gratuity as follows:  

For the staff who have worked for 5 to 10 years - 50% of the last salary for every 

year she/he worked. 

▪ For the staffs who have worked for 10 years to 15 years - 100% of the last 

month salary for every year she/he worked. 

▪ For the staffs who have worked for 15 to 20 years - 150% of the last month 

salary for every year she/he worked. 

▪ For the staffs who worked more than 20 years - two of the last month's salary 

for every year she/he worked. 

▪ If the Staff dies, the gratuity as sub-clause (1), will be given to the person 
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nominated by the staff and if not nominated, it will be given to his/her nearest 

relative. 

▪ Notwithstanding anything written in the sub-clause (1), the gratuity will not be 

given to the staff whose service is terminated by the Financial Institution or 

resigned by misappropriating or misusing assets or terminated from the 

service due to the same reason. 

▪ While providing gratuity to the staff, the last month's salary drawn including 

grade will be calculated. This will not include allowances. 

A gratuity provision is made every year by Unique Nepal under this plan and this 
is in nature of defined benefit plan.

Accumulated leave obligations are estimated on the basis of the last drawn salary 
of the employee. 

3.14 Leases

lease, unless those costs are incurred to produce inventories. The lessee incurs 
the obligation for those costs either at the commencement date or as a 
consequence of having used the underlying asset during a particular period. 

▪ At the commencement date, a lessee shall measure the lease liability at the present 
value of the lease payments that are not paid at that date. The lease payments shall 
be discounted using the interest rate implicit in the lease, if that rate can be readily 
determined. If that rate cannot be readily determined, the lessee shall use the lessee’s 
incremental borrowing rate. 
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▪ Subsequent measurement of the right-of-use asset after the commencement date, a 
lessee shall measure the right-of-use asset by applying a Cost Model. 

 
b. Cost Model 

To apply a cost model, a lessee shall measure the right-of-use asset at cost: (a) less any 
accumulated depreciation and any accumulated impairment losses; and (b) adjusted for 
any re-measurement of the lease liability specified in paragraph 36(c). A lessee shall 
apply the depreciation requirements in NAS 16 Property, Plant and Equipment in 
depreciating the right-of-use asset, subject to the requirements in paragraph 32.  
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▪

c. Subsequent Measurement of Lease Liability 

After the commencement date, a lessee shall measure the lease liability by: (a) increasing 
the carrying amount to reflect interest on the lease liability; (b) reducing the carrying 
amount to reflect the lease payments made; and (c) re-measuring the carrying amount to 
reflect any reassessment or lease modifications specified in paragraphs 39–46, or to 
reflect revised in-substance fixed lease payments. Interest on the lease liability in each 
period during the lease term shall be the amount that produces a constant periodic rate 
of interest on the remaining balance of the lease liability. After the commencement date, 
a lessee shall recognize in profit or loss, unless the costs are included in the carrying 
amount of another asset applying other applicable Standards, both: (a) interest on the 
lease liability; and (b) variable lease payments not included in the measurement of the 
lease liability in the period in which the event or condition that triggers those payments 
occurs. 

Unique Nepal does not have any financial/operating lease transaction as on Asar end

3.15 Share Capital and Reserves 

 
Share Capital and Reserves are different classes of equity claims. Equity claims are 
claims on the residual interest in the assets of Unique Nepal after deducting all its 
liabilities. Changes in Equity during the reporting period comprise income and expenses 
recognized in the Statement of Financial Position; plus contribution from the holders of 
equity claims, minus distribution to holders of equity claims. 
 

a. Share Capital 

Financial instruments issued are classified as equity when there is no contractual 
obligation to transfer cash, or other financial assets or issue available number of own 
equity instruments. Incremental costs directly attributable to the issue of new shares are 
shown in equity as a deduction net of taxes from the proceeds. 

Dividends on ordinary shares classified as equity are recognized in equity in the period in 
which they are declared. 

b. Reserves 
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The reserve includes retained earnings and other statutory reserves such as General 
Reserve, Corporate Social Responsibility Reserves, Regulatory reserves, etc. 

The regulatory reserve includes any amount derived as a result of NFRS convergence with 
effect in retained earnings computed as per NRB Directive No. 4.

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5. Disclosures and Additional Information 

5.1 Risk Management 

The Risk Management structure of Unique Nepal has set a clear separation between 

the businesses function and risk management function. Accordingly, Unique Nepal has 

set up a separate Risk Management Committee (RMC) headed by a Member of Board as 

Coordinator of RMC. The RMC evaluates overall risk faced and determines the level of 

risks which will be in the best interest of Unique Nepal. RMC oversees global, macro, 

micro and departmental level risk that arise out of daily business operation as well as on 

periodic basis and are put to the oversight of Senior Management, Risk Management 

Committee and the Board to discuss the reports thereon and issue instructions as 

appropriate. 

i. Risk Management Committee 

Board of Directors is the apex and supreme authority of Unique Nepal and is responsible 

for framing and implementing robust policies and frameworks for effective compliance 

of regulations and directions issued by the regulatory authority. BOD ensures the 

strategies, policies, and procedures are in accordance with the risk appetite/tolerance 

limit for effective management of risk within Unique Nepal. The board understands the 

nature of risk of Unique Nepal, and periodically reviews reports on risk management, 

including policies and standards, stress testing, liquidity and capital adequacy through 

the reporting by the Risk Management. 

Pursuant to the NRB directive on corporate governance, Unique Nepal has established 

Risk Management Committee with well-defined terms of reference in line the NRB 

directive. At least four quarterly meetings is conducted on an annual basis however 

number of meetings can be increased as per the requirement. The committee supervises 

the overall risk management of Unique Nepal broadly classified as liquidity risk, market 

risk, operational risk, credit risk, and residual risk. 

 

ii. Risk Governance 

Unique Nepal has formulated its own Risk Management Polices and is complying with 

the same to mitigate the risk at the enterprise level arising to Unique Nepal and comply 

with the provisions mentioned in the NRB Directive. 

The Risk Management Committee is responsible for the establishment of, and 

compliance with, policies relating to management risk, supply risk, production risk, 

demand risk and collection risk. 

Unique Nepal’s risk governance structure is such that the responsibility for maintaining 

risk within Unique Nepal’s risk blanket is cascaded down from the Board to the 

appropriate functional, client business, senior management and committees. Information 

regarding material risk issues and compliance with policies and standards is 

communicated through the business, functional, senior management, and committees.
